Community Services

* Emergency ServicesslHomelessness Prevention

Providing food and travel vouchers; clothing and furniture vouchers; financial
assistance for prescriptions; and information/referral to other community
resources.All financial assistance is available on a limited basis. Prosperity Building
Support Group offered to those interested. Call anytime for reservations.

* Case Management Services

Assistance is offered to individuals and their families as they work on independence.
Areas examined include financial needs, including money management and budgeting,
independent living skills, employability and living arrangements as applicable.

* Money Management Program

Offering money management services to low-income persons who have difficulty
budgeting, paying routine bills, and keeping track of financial matters. This
program incorporates the use of trained volunteers and business people to assist
individuals who may not have friends or relatives to help.

Counseling Services

Providing licensed counselors when problems arise. Dealing with life’s journey
can be challenging and Catholic Charities is there to help provide individual, child
and adolescent, couple, family, and group counseling. Anger Management and
Adolescent Support Groups are offered. Other groups/services are available upon
request and based on community needs.

Senior Programs

* Senior Companion Program

Offering adults, age 60 and over, the opportunity to support their homebound,
frail peers through regularly scheduled home visits. Senior Companions earn a
modest tax-free stipend and generally volunteer 20 hours per week.

* Retired and Senior Volunteer Program

Helping people age 55 and older find volunteer opportunities in their home
communities by matching their personal interests and experience with the needs
of an organization.
